Registrations

EVENT VILLAGE
Located at Metcalfe Park, next to Darling Harbour. 

If you selected POSTAGE as part of your Santa Fun Run ticket, you will have received your race bib and any Santa Fun Run t-shirts or made by Fressko cups in the mail prior to the event.

You DO NOT NEED TO REGISTER ON SITE. Please complete your emergency contact details on the back of your race bib. Then attach your race bib to your Santa Fun Run t-shirt or festive outfit and report to the start line (see wave start times below). 

For non-postage tickets (Free to collect at the event) please bring your receipt of entry to collect your race bib from the RACE PACK COLLECTION marquee.

Event Information

GETTING THERE
The event village - Metcalfe Park Darling Harbour is On Darling Island Road

Make your way Darling Harbour via car or public transport or bike/scooter.

The Darling Harbour route is suitable for runners of all abilities on either a gravel, bitumen or board walk track. The route would be considered flat. Enjoy spectacular views of the harbour and even Sydney Harbour Bridge as you make your way through Pirrama Park, past Cadi park Wharf to a turn around and return following a similar way back to Metcalfe Park.

CAR
There is ample parking within walking distance to the race Start and Finish areas.

BIKE 
We will provide bike parking at the event site. Please make sure to bring your own lock to ensure your bike is secure. Barriers can be used near the Bag Drop area.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT

TRAIN 
The nearest train station to the event site is Town Hall Station or Wynward Station and both are a short 20-minute walk to the event site. Please refer to Transport for NSW for further details and to plan your route. Given it is a Saturday, services will be running less frequently.

BUS

BAG DROP
Free clothing storage is available during the event. Your Race Bib features a tear-off strip for you to attach to your backpack or clothing bag. Please don’t leave any valuables at the bag drop, we cannot accept responsibility for valuables that are lost or stolen. 

Please note: This year we’re cutting down on single use plastic bags. Please remember to bring your own bag to the event to store your personal items in. 

FIRST AID
St John’s First Aid bike response crews will be on course, in addition to the first aid station at the finish line at Metcalfe Park.
