[bookmark: _Toc214002394]Getting there
The Kings Domain, Lawn 3 on Linlithgow Avenue, parallel to St Kilda Road (Opposite Tom’s Block). Proceed south on Swanston St continuing onto Princes Bridge / St Kilda Rd. Head to the opposite side of St Kilda Road (Queen Victoria Gardens Side). Continue walking south down St Kilda Road, turn left onto Linlithgow Avenue, then turn right onto Linlithgow Avenue on the southbound path. Continue down until you hit the path in front of the King George V Monument, then turn left. 

The Tan is suitable for runners of all abilities on a gravel track except for a bitumen footpath along Anderson Street. The one tough part of running The Tan is 'Heart Break Hill' which is a 30m hill up Anderson Street, the rest being flat.

There is ample parking within walking distance to the race Start and Finish areas (Located Kings Domain, Lawn 3). 

Car parks are available along Alexandra Ave, Anderson St and Linlithgow Ave. Please read parking signs carefully.
