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Corporate matched giving request

Many employers would like to support their employees’ charitable efforts. This can be done through their matched-giving program if they have one, but even if an employer does not have such a program, they may still be willing to support your challenge and donate to your fundraising page. All you have to do is ask and spread the word about your fundraising challenge. 

Who do I ask
Contact your Human Recourses team, People and Culture team or Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) department and ask if your company has a program to support employees’ charitable efforts. 

You need to let them know about your participation in Choose Your Path and your fundraising efforts to support Vision Australia. Inform them of your fundraising goal and find out if they will match the total funds you raise, or contribute to your fundraising.

How can we assist you
We can supply you with an authority to fundraise letter confirming your participation with My Vision For Vision and the amount you have raised so far. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]That letter is detailing our charitable status and has all the details your HR or CSR needs to make a match gift. On request we can also send your employer a tax invoice and receipt for their match gift.
